Congratulations to all our students who left in year 11 last year and all those still in years 8 -11 who passed GCSE 
examinations.  St. Monica’s continues it’s rising trend for the twelfth year in a row. Students in year 11 achieved a record 
94% 5A*-C and 76% 5A*-C including English and Maths.  15% of students (32) achieved 9 or more A*/A grades.  

 
The younger students in the school were not to be outdone. 190 students, as young as year 7, entered GCSE 
examinations early in Polish, Italian, Mandarin, French, Science, ICT and Performing Arts, recording a staggering 100%
